As a best practice, and to follow industry standards, our community’s Public Website and Owner 
Portal should serve different audiences and different purposes.   
 

Litchfield-by-the-Sea Public Website 
Our public website should act as the "digital front door" for the association, aimed at marketing 
the Community to prospective buyers, renters, realtors, and the general public.  

• Purpose: To market the community, share general information, and provide basic 
transparency. 

• Accessibility: Open to everyone without a login. 
• Typical Content: 

o Photos/videos of amenities and community grounds. 
o Beach Webcams.  
o General contact information. 
o Publicly available association information. 
o Amenities calendar to book events quickly and efficiently 
o Information about local area attractions and/or local maps.  

 
Litchfield-by-the-Sea Owner Portal 

Our Owner Portal is a secure, password-protected platform specifically for homeowners. It 
allows owners to easily access community tools, information, and operations.   

• Purpose: To handle private transactions and sensitive community business. 
• Accessibility: Requires a secure individual username & password. 
• Typical Content & Features: 



o Financials: Paying LBTS assessments, paying for LBTS Barcodes, viewing account 
balances, and viewing payment history. 

o Owner Requests:  
▪ Submitting ARB requests & documents (this will be a future capability). 
▪ Submitting Maintenance requests for deficiencies seen in the common 

areas of the community (this will be a future capability). 
o Private Documents: Viewing Meeting Minutes, monthly financial reports, Annual 

Audits, Reserve Studies, Governing Documents, etc.    
o Interactive Tools: Booking amenity reservations (the Beach Club), participating 

in community forums, and online voting.
